Analyze four of the quotations listed below, including one from each of the three chapters. Your analysis should focus on what the quotation means, and how it is significant to the novel’s themes. Your analysis should take a minimum of 4 sentences. 
1. “He became absorbed beyond mere happiness as he felt himself exercising control over living things” (Chp. 4).

2. “The mask compelled them” (Chp. 4).

3. “Against this weapon, so indefinable and so effective, Jack was powerless and raged without knowing why” (Chp. 4).

4. “The trouble was, if you were a chief you had to think, you had to be wise” (Chp. 5)

5. “Simon became inarticulate in his effort to express mankind’s essential illness” (Chp. 5).

6. “’Because the rules are the only thing we’ve got’” (Chp. 5).

7. “However Simon thought of the beast, there rose before his inward sight the picture of a human at once heroic and sick” (Chp. 6).

8. “Even the sounds of nightmare from the other shelters no longer reached him, for he was back to where came from, feeding the ponies with sugar over the garden wall." (Chp. 6)
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
