Fighting Intolerance:

Unit Introduction for Night by Elie Wiesel 

Night is a short, but extremely powerful examination of one person’s survival of the Holocaust.  While the text itself can be read quickly, the issues it discusses and the feelings that it brings up require some more time to work through.  We will be spending the next few weeks looking at the Holocaust, its history and its legacy.

Reflective Writing Responses
To better deal with the emotionally challenging information that is being presented in the memoir, you will individually reflect and respond to the ideas that Wiesel discusses. Using the format on the back of this handout, write three reflective responses. You should distribute these responses throughout your reading of the book: one from the beginning, one from the middle, and one from the end. Due on Monday, April 22nd. 

Discussion Activities

Throughout our reading, we will look at other nonfiction sources dealing with related topics.  We will also complete group response activities dealing with the book’s ideas and themes.
