Respond to the following questions based on the first three chapters of Night.

A.
Briefly outline the steps that led up to the Holocaust for Wiesel.  These are discussed in Chp. 1.  Hint:  The first step is removal of foreign Jews to Poland; there are 8 steps in all.

B.
Explain why the people of Sighet did not respond to Moshe’s warnings. Consider including quotes to support your answer: “I wanted to come back to Sighet to tell you the story of my death…. I don’t attach any importance to my life any more.  I’m alone…”.  

C.
Explain the following statement made by Wiesel:  “’The yellow star? Oh, well, what of it? You don’t die of it…’ (Poor Father! Of what then did you die?)”.

D.
Write a response to the following conversation.  Based on your knowledge of current events, relate it to our world today.  

“I could not believe it.  How could it be possible for them to burn people, children, and for the world to keep silent? No, none of this could be true. It was a nightmare…. I told him I did not believe that they could burn people in our age, that humanity would never tolerate it…. ‘Humanity? Humanity is not concerned with us. Today anything is allowed.’”
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
