Introduction ( Hook, transitional sentence and THESIS

Body Paragraph #1 ( literary device (character, image, symbol, plot event, etc.)

Body Thesis – focus of paragraph and connection to thesis

3 quotations, each of which needs to be framed or integrated

Analysis for each quotation – explain the quote (tell me what it means), then explain the theme connection (how does it relate to your thesis)

Concluding Sentence – tell how the paragraph supports thesis… what is Shakespeare’s message

Body Paragraph #2 ( REPEAT ABOVE for 2nd literary device

Body Paragraph #3 ( modern connections

Body Thesis – focus of paragraph and connection to thesis

Two examples – specific evidence; explain the connection to theme (analysis)

Concluding Sentence

Conclusion ( summary of essay and significance (Why should I care about Shakespeare’s message?)
