Analysis of a Synthesis Prompt
1.
After reading the prompt (the first page of your packet), brainstorm what questions, issues and ideas might be associated with your question.
2.
Read your excerpts. For each one, you need to provide an argument analysis, consisting of the following components:


A.
The Writer’s Claim


B.
The Writer’s Data

3 examples of quality evidence (appeal to logic and/or emotion that the writer uses in the passage)


C.
Unspoken Because 



What motivated the writer’s position? Why does the writer believe this way?
3.
Evaluate the visual component(s) of the prompt. Use one of the following sets of questions with your visual components:
A.
Charts, groups, photos, etc: What message is it sending? How does it support/enhance the information you learned in the articles regarding your topic?

B.
Editorial Cartoons: What is the cartoonist’s opinion about the topic portrayed in the cartoon? Do you agree or disagree with the cartoonist’s opinion? Why? 

4.
Write a detailed hook, thesis and outline that illustrates how your group would respond to the prompt, and what evidence you would use in that response.
5. 
Prepare your synthesis lesson for the class. This needs to go beyond reading the assignment components to the class. You must talk through the brainstorming step, and analyze the prompt’s visual component(s). Depending on time, you might want to have students read two sources that show different perspectives, or were challenging. Consider what your classmates need to be able to do in order to successfully respond to the prompt. What challenges were presented? What makes your prompt complex? How should students do to best attack the prompt? What issues do they need to discuss? Be creative!
Your responses to the essential information gained through the above steps are due on Tuesday, 4/30. Submit a Google doc and slide deck. Your group will have approximately 15 minutes to present its lesson.
